Rural areas and smaller towns in
Scotland lie outside the main
employability initiatives. So can
employability be part of the solution
to homelessness in areas outside the
Closing the Opportunity Gap
framework? Despite high employment
levels, job opportunities in these areas
are often limited, and the practicalities
of access to work and training can be
daunting for those at a distance from
the labour market.

So what employability support is
needed, and who can provide it, in
rural areas of Scotland? This seminar
will focus on the work of
Aberdeenshire and Angus, two rural
local authorities which are addressing
the employability gaps and providing
solutions to for those at risk of
homelessness.

The sub-group’s aims included
quantifying the employability needs

of those presenting as homeless in
Aberdeenshire. This has involved
establishing and "testing’ recording
and assessment processes for
employability, looking at current
service provision and identifying the
gaps. The group is now considering
what action is necessary to provide
viable, sustainable solutions for
improving employability for those
affected by homelessness.

Angus Council has also brought
together a range of service providers
for people at risk of homelessness to
form an Employability Forum. This will
feed into proposals for an Angus
Employability Framework, identifying
both existing provision and what is
needed to support their clients as they
move towards the job market.

This seminar is being held jointly
between SHEN (Scottish Homelessness
Employability Network), Aberdeenshire
Council and Aberdeen Foyer to
highlight Employability and
Homelessness in a rural setting.
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
